ISEG students distinguished in the Junior
Achievement Entrepreneurship Competition!

Every year the entrepreneurial projects carried out by
our students are distinguished in national and
international competitions. This year is no exception,
although it is special, as our students won the Social
Impact Award sponsored by the Santander Foundation
in the XVI Junior Achievement National Competition.
This award distinguishes new businesses whose
objective is to transform our society by solving social or
environmental problems, thus creating sustainable and
scalable solutions that benefit society as a whole.

The awarded project was HandyCraft-Her, which was
developed by students Joana Rusch, Victoria Felix, and
Jéssica Tavares, within the context of Social
Entrepreneurship course unit of the Masters in
International Development and Cooperation. Joana and
Victoria studied at ISEG as Erasmus students and are
currently completing their Masters in Management and
Economics at the University of Zurich.

The aim of their HandyCraft-Her project is to minimize
the difficulties that women microentrepreneurs face in
developing their business on a daily basis. These
problems are related with difficulty in accessing
investor networks and customers and buyers, as well a
lack of knowledge, especially regarding online sales.
HandyCraft-Her is an online platform that connects
women microentrepreneurs with customers who are
looking for exclusive and unique handmade products
that are sold at auction. In addition to putting buyers
and sellers in touch, this platform also handles the
physical distribution and delivery of the products and
provides free platform management training for women
micro-entrepreneurs.

This student team is also going to participate in the
Gen-e 2023 competition, Europe's biggest
entrepreneurship competition, which will take place in
July in Turkey.

We are very proud of our students and their
achievements in the Junior Achievement Competition
and wish them every success in the European
competition. They are an inspiring example of the
power of social entrepreneurship and its positive
impact on society. We will continue to support and
encourage all students to follow their entrepreneurial
dreams and to work towards a better world.

ISEG students win the ‘Social Impact’ award in
the Junior Achievement Portugal national
competition

An award sponsored by the Santander Foundation was won by the
HandyCraft-Her project, an online platform designed by ISEG students
that enables women entrepreneurs to sell exclusive handmade products.

Victoria Gemperle is a Brazilian and Swiss national who is studying for a Masters in
Management and Economics at the University of Zurich. Joana Rusch is Swiss and is
also studying for a Masters in Management and Economics at the same university. Both
Victoria and Joana spent an Erasmus semester at ISEG during the autumn of 2022.
Jessica Tavares hold Portuguese and Cape Verdean nationality and is currently studying
for a Masters in International Development and Cooperation at ISEG.

The three students have the HandyCraft-Her project in common, an online platform that
enables women entrepreneurs to exhibit and sell their unique handmade products to a
global market. The project is already reaping rewards, having won the 'Social Impact'
award at the XVII National Competition Start-up Programme, organised by Junior
Achievement Portugal.

"We are very focused on achieving a place at Gen-e 2023, the Biggest European
Entrepreneurship Event, which will take place in Turkey in July," they say.

The concept of the platform is to enable customers to purchase "exclusive handcrafted
products by means of an auction model". Customers can "select an artist and choose their
favourite product from the collection". The students handle the distribution and delivery of
the products while at the same time providing their entrepreneurs with a course in how to
manage the platform.

The goal of Victoria Hemperle, Joana Rusch, and Jessica Tavares is to "make a difference
in the lives of women who face entry barriers in the labour market due to discrimination in
accessing business networks and markets, expectations regarding domestic work, and in
less lucrative industries."

They conclude by saying "Our sincere thanks go to Professor Ana Venâncio for her
invaluable guidance and mentorship in bringing our project to life. We would further like to
express our gratitude to ISEG for providing us with the infrastructure and tools necessary
to achieve so much in such a short time. We are very proud to have developed our idea
within such an open and innovative environment".
