Examples are the
average number of colleagues who lend their notes, or
the average number of faculty who make time for their
students, the average number of graduates who have a
job at the end of their degree, or even the average
number of parents who are happy with ISEG. These
are arguments that are not just visible by looking at an
average university admissions grade or a Financial
Times ranking, but rather that represent ISEG's best
values.

The advertising campaign has started in full force, with
a wide online and offline presence – covering press,
digital, outdoors, radio and cinema – and it is designed
for those students who will enter Higher Education this
year and who are precisely at the peak of their decision
process.

But don’t think that we have kept back this campaign
until the end of the academic year just for those
students who will enter higher education this year …...
for this mission began back in November 2022, when
we started the You@ISEG project in secondary
schools. Since then and up until now, ISEG has visited
140 schools, from 15 school districts and 2
autonomous regions.

During our three Open Days this year, we hosted 450
students from the north to the south of the country, who
individually registered to come and get to know ISEG
and in four days we made 1,600 contacts at Futurália!
This represents a lot of work that in total has impacted
more than 17,000 students and which was only made
possible because we had more than 200 student
volunteers and a dozen of ‘student heroes’ working in
the permanent support team to schools, that was
coordinated with dedication and talent.

Many more numbers that being held back, so to speak,
in order that we can have ‘the Numbers that no one
has’. Numbers that represent, deep down, the
availability, responsibility and dedication of people –
staff, students, and faulty – who every day give their
best and contribute to promoting the good name of
ISEG.

We invite the whole ISEG community to take a look and
share in our new campaign, where, once again, we
avoid the usual clichés of higher education
communication and present a campaign which, besides
being professional and coherent with ISEG's values
and quality, is assertive, clean, and fun!
