2023 brings us the extraordinary achievement of
climbing up 11 places in the most prestigious ranking of
Masters in Finance in the world, produced by the FT,
placing us in 23rd place this year in the same ranking.

Many are the reasons that support our top position,
such as the diversity highlighted by the FT itself in its
communication of this extraordinary achievement. This
editorial, which is written by members of the Masters'
coordination team, highlights the symbolic and effective
importance of Number 23, and of its connections with
both ISEG and its Masters in Finance.

I wasn’t even 23 years old when I enrolled for a
Master's degree at ISEG, having come from a rival
school, the reason being that I wanted to acquire a
strong background in applied mathematics for
economics and management (in particular applied for
finance). I have no regrets. By coincidence, it was
exactly 23 years ago that I defended my Master's
dissertation and now 23 years later I find myself being
the coordinator of the Masters in Finance, the Masters
with the highest ranking in this year's Financial Times
ranking, which now proudly occupies 23rd place.

Where will we be in another 23 years? Only the future
will tell, but I can only promise that the coordination
team will do everything in its power to innovate with
each passing year, to do more and to do better. Our
sincere are due to the more than 23 members of faculty
of the Masters.

And with nothing else to add, I'll just say 23, 23, 23 ...
and that's all!

When I started my studies at ISEG, as a young
assistant, I had also come from a rival school.
Curiously, I was 23 at the time. I was embracing a new
project, full of enthusiasm for the fact that was to be a
part of the school of economics and management
school that has contributed the most to the country's
political and business decision-makers. Ever since then
we dream of extending this influence and the school’s
presence internationally.

From back then to 2023, we are proud that our group of
student in the Masters in Finance comprises students
ranging from China to Costa Rica, and from South
Africa to Finland. Coincidentally, the latest group of
students who recently started their studies for the
Masters includes 23 foreign nationalities.

The symbolism of this Number 23, which makes us so
proud, also symbolises the rest of the ascent that we
have to climb to do more and to do better and elevate
both ISEG and our Masters in Finance even higher.

Aged 23 at the time of the semester when I was
preparing my dissertation for ISEG’s Masters in
Finance and was starting to plan to enrol myself for the
CFA Institute exams. Attending this degree decisively
shaped my academic path and my view of finance. The
2012 brochure talked about how fantastic the
programme was. 11 years later, in 2023, I have the
pleasure of joining the coordination team of the
Masters in Finance and to try and contribute to the
continued qualitative evolution of this degree that has
become one of the references in finance globally, being
in 23rd place.

Since that time when I was 23, the connection with the
CFA Institute has also been strengthened by obtaining
the charter, but in particular by helping our Masters in
Finance students to successively win the CFA
Research Challenge competition six times in the last
seven years. Nobody has the numbers that ISEG has!

There are many ongoing battles, and no doubt there
are many more still to come. We are committed to
always do more and to do better for ISEG and for the
Masters. Roll on another 23.

ISEG’s Masters in Finance climbs 11 places to
the Top 23 in the world

The Financial Times Finance Master's Ranking places ISEG's master's
degree among the 23 best in the world and in the European top 21. ISEG
climbs 11 positions in the world ranking, the biggest rise among all the
schools ranked, and was the only Portuguese school to rise in the
ranking.
