RETHINKING AND CREATING THE FUTURE, not just
yesterday's, nor just today's, is an attitude of
complementarity between history and the life stories of
individuals and organisations. It is also a challenge, as
the American writer Philip Roth left us through his work,
a "frontier between autobiography and fiction".

The 20th century left us with many good and bad
things: ranging from world wars to the explosion of
economic development in the post-industrial revolution,
through to a significant improvement in life expectancy
and a certain improvement in the inequality between
rich and poor countries.

Among various symbols of the 20th century that stand
out in my mind, on which I have sometimes reflected, in
particular after a visit to the Vostell Museum in
Malpartida de Cáceres, I especially recall the weight of
"reinforced concrete and the growth of big cities", the
role of the "car as a vehicle of movement and personal
interaction", and the invasion of "Radio, television and
other media" in our homes, all of which challenge
"contemporary art installations". What is the respective
reaction of individuals and societies to these and other
moments of the transformation of reality, to the times in
which we live, and regarding the increasing fears and
hopes about Artificial Intelligence (AI)?

The 20th century's thinkers and scientists, particularly
those from the area of social sciences, such as
economics and management, have left us many
contributions. I would like to highlight those of Peter
Drucker regarding the importance of doing things that
have to be done, rather than doing things as they
should be done and those of Henry Mintzberg, who
considered that management basically implies
influencing action and aims above all to assists
organisations to do what has to be done. Or those of
Michael Porter, who set out very positively the need for
companies to never stop learning about the sector in
which they operate and about their competitors or ways
to improve/modify their competitive position. Then there
is also the importance of innovation as the pivotal issue
in the economic prosperity of nations.

Having experienced the transition to, and having lived
through almost a quarter of the 21st century, with
globalisation entering a phase of de-globalisation, with
the drums of war from Europe echoing politically,
economically, and socially all over the world (once
again...), and the aftermath of a pandemic that was not
the first and will not be the last, the challenges of
"permanent updating of knowledge, know-how and
wisdom" (known as Continuous Training) and the
updating rethinking of personal and organisational skills
are in a phase of "gpt shock".

The tendency of Universities and the Centres/Institutes
for Development and Updating of Integrated Sciences
(economy, technology, sociology, psychology,
management...) is to adjust their offer on how to Think,
Analyse, Do, and Redo for innovation/transformation, in
the form of Conferences/Events, and online and face-
to-face short, medium, and long term courses.
Accordingly, ISEG EXECUTIVE EDUCATION is not
waiting for the new Lisbon Underground line to arrive at
its door in 2024 to respond to the desire of thousands
of students and alumni to once again feel how good it
is to study and learn permanently in Quelhas, in what
was historically the campus of the Instituto Superior de
Ciências Economicas e Financeiras (ISCEF) and
where we have constantly performed well up until
current times (ISEG): to contribute to the development
of the elites who intervene in private, public and social
affairs in both the national and international sphere. To
do well and better in every single detail.

As Yuval Harari (historian, philosopher, and author of
texts such as "SAPIENS" and "HOMO DEUS") recently
refers to in an article in the Expresso magazine (based
on the translation of an article about artificial
intelligence published in the Economist a short time
ago), we live in times when "we have to deal with a
new weapon of mass destruction that can annihilate
our mental and social world (...) but we still have
enough time to regulate the new tools (...) we have to
act quickly because while in 1945 "we knew that
nuclear technology could generate cheap energy for
the benefit of humans, and that it could also physically
destroy human civilisation (...) we reshaped the entire
international order to protect humanity and to ensure
that nuclear technology was used primarily for good
(...) now we have to deal with a new weapon of mass
destruction that can annihilate our mental and social
world, because AI can create exponentially more and
more powerful AI".

ISEG EXECUTIVE EDUCATION assumes the reality of
this complex and challenging framework, always
bearing in mind the four pillars of education in the 21st

century outlined by UNESCO (2020): "learning to know;
learning to do; learning to live together - to live with
others; and learning to be", ensuring that everything
carried is different for the better, just as this School has
always assumed and done.
