Artificial Generative Intelligence in teaching and
research

Based on the importance of Generative Artificial
Intelligence (GAI) in teaching and research, with the
agreement of the Dean of ISEG, the Pedagogical
Board (PB) constituted a working group whose mission
was to reflect and draw up a set of recommendations
for the use of certain artificial intelligence tools, and
also to liaise with other existing Universidade de Lisboa
working groups.

The working group made a presentation to all the
coordinators of ISEG's various degrees and solicited
opinions, including from the Observatory for
Pedagogical Action and Innovation and the Ethics
Committee.

This consultation resulted in recommendations, which
have already been passed on to ISEG faculty and
students, regarding the responsible use of Generative
Artificial Intelligence tools, which can be summarised
as follows:

1 - GAI tools are not governed by ethical principles,
and thus there is no distinction between right and
wrong, nor true and false. Accordingly, it is essential
that users of GAI critically analyse all the results it
generates and compare them with other sources of
information. Nevertheless, it should be emphasised
that GAI assists reflection about learning.

2 - GAI tools as learning mechanisms, rather than a
generator of content production. GAI tools are
support mechanisms, which are complementary to the
author's work, and should never be equated as being
co-authors, and thus the overall responsibility for
content always rests with the student.

3 - The weight of in-person learning assessment for
evaluating students' true level of understanding of the
content taught needs to be reinforced.

4 - As In the case of assessment (either individual or as
a group) carried out outside the lecture room
environment, students' grades should also be subject
to an oral discussion (viva). Whenever possible, a
combination of various types of assessment
should be used, as well as real-time assessment
mechanisms.

5 - Demand that students declare when they
employed GAI tools for their work or stages of
research, e.g.: writing, translation, synthesis of papers,
code generation, image manipulation, etc., as well as
their responsibility vis-a-vi possible copyright
infringement.

6 - The assessment of Master's Final Work and PhD
Theses should be mainly based on oral presentation
and critical discussion, in order to confirm the true
authorship of the work.

7 - Explain to students the importance of always
behaving ethically, especially with regards
plagiarism and copyright infringement.

A further document will be published by the working
group on the use of the GAI tools, however with the
distribution of these recommendations the aim of the
Pedagogical Board for now is to create an environment
of commitment between the ethical and responsible
use of this technological innovation and
teaching/research.

In its roles as an advisory body, ISEG’s Pedagogical
Board, is, and will always be committed to supervising
all pedagogical issues with the objective to ensure the
smooth running of the School with regards this, and
other matters.
