On the crest of the wave of internationalisation

One of the many challenges we face throughout our
lives is choosing the "right" path from the panoply of
possibilities open to us. This process of choosing will
have an impact on both the path we follow, and our
commitment is all important if we are to reap the
rewards of our effort and commitment in the future.

ISEG has followed a path of greater internationalisation
through investing in new partnerships and geographies;
strengthening cooperation with top institutions in its
areas of teaching and research; increasing the range of
courses offered in English, but maintaining the range of
courses offered in Portuguese, which is spoken by
more than 200 million people and is the 5th most
widely-spoken language in the world.

Internationalisation must be inclusive, collaborative,
and, of course, efficient. Let’s draw a simple analogy
with surfing, where one has to catch the right wave and
conduct the perfect launch, followed by the descent of
the wave, where there is time to carry out several
innovative manoeuvres, while maximising the time
spent on the wave.

Internationalisation always involves a process of brain
gain, not only in terms of qualified human capital, but
also in terms of importing good practices. This process
can be compared to composing a piece of music with
influences from different countries and cultures which
reflects the intervention of different stakeholders. This
is always a team effort, bringing together the quality of
the entire academic community under the leadership
and guidance of the Dean’s Office, in compliance with
the established strategy of internationalisation, while
maintaining a critical and innovative capacity.

ISEG has been strengthening its presence on the
international map as a renowned Business School,
being numbered among an exclusive 5% of the best
Schools of Economics and Management worldwide.

This international recognition has provided us with
access to renowned universities and enabled us to
deepen our partnerships, give our students the
opportunity to participate in Summer Schools, and also
participate in Blended Intensive Programmes (BIP) and
online International Weeks at no cost.

Recently, the Rectorate of Universidade de Lisboa
hosted a delegation from Shanghai University which
visited some of the UL schools. Within this context,
ISEG signed an agreement with Shanghai University,
which will permit not only the exchange of students that
was already occurring with SILC Business School, but
also an exchange of professors from research areas of
mutual interest.

In addition, ISEG has signed an agreement with EM

This joint Masters has been added to the other Dual
Degrees already in existence, enriching our academic
offer, increasing the possibilities of internationalisation
for our students, and enabling students from reputable
universities such as EM Normandie to study for one of
our Master's degrees.

Similar to any other university, ISEG's journey towards
greater internationalisation is not a choice, but rather a
necessity. Throughout its 112 years of existence, ISEG
has embarked on new challenges, consolidating its
brand and impact on society.

Just as one has to respecting the rules of priority in
surfing, ISEG has caught the "right wave" of innovation,
and it's up to all of us to be as committed and focussed
as possible in order that we can manoeuvre creatively
and efficiently to get as far as possible.
