The challenges of European ageing

Demographic ageing brings a new social risk, the risk
of needing care to cope with the inherent imitations in
day-to-day activities. Up until a few decades ago, this
was a small risk – with only a small percentage of the
population needing care at any given time – or one that
was totally taken care of by families, most often in the
form of care provided by non-working women.

This reality has now changed and consequently
presents a series of challenges. For example, how can
we guarantee access to care for the elderly who are
now part of much smaller families, in such a way that
family carers can work at the same time? Or how is it
possible re-organise social and health services that are
currently geared towards treating specific acute
illnesses, in order to efficiently deal with chronic
illnesses and various types of morbidity and their
consequences?

As one of the oldest European countries, this is the
reality that we currently experience in Portugal. An
example of the need for better coordination is the
occupation of a significant number of beds in National
Health Service hospitals by chronically ill people who
have already been discharged from hospital, but for
whom no community-based social solution exists.

As these challenges are common to the rest of the
European Union, the European Commission launched
the "Horizon Europe: Integrated care solutions, person-
centered long-term care, and overcoming territorial
inequalities" programme to fund research projects in
this area. Among the projects funded is the "Building
ecosystems of person-centred integrated care through
co-creation (BUILD)" project, of which ISEG is a part
and which will receive 3.1 million euros of European
funding.

BUILD's core objective is to promote the development
of integrated social and health services that are centred
on the elderly who have complex needs, based on an
analysis of existing social protection and health
systems in Europe and involving different actors (e.g.,
the elderly with complex needs, informal carers, and
policy makers).

We will be carrying out various activities at ISEG as
part of BUILD. Firstly, we will carry out a review of the
methods used to calculate the social return on
investment of long-term care interventions. The social
return on investment is a methodology which is
designed to value the costs and benefits for society as
a whole, including such aspects as gains in average
healthy life expectancy, gender equality, or a reduction
in mortality rates. We will also research possible
inequalities in the ability to access different types of
care for older people with complex needs (for example,
when their health deteriorates, or when they move from
hospital to community care). This analysis will focus on
geographical and socio-economic inequalities in
Portugal and Europe, using existing quantitative
longitudinal data and longitudinal interviews that will be
collected by the consortium.

The BUILD project will start on the 1st March 2024 and
will last 36 months. The overall coordination of the
project is the responsibility of Professor Dr Klaus
Nagels from the University of Bayreuth (Germany). In
addition to ISEG, the project counts with partners from
Germany, Austria, the Czech Republic, Spain, and
Denmark.

Post Scriptum: This editorial would be normally end
here. However, sadly the project coordinator, Professor
Dr Klaus Nagels passed away after a sudden illness on
the 7th January. Accordingly, we also pay tribute to his
work and leadership and take the opportunity to leave a
message of condolence for his family and the team at
the University of Bayreuth.

ISEG receives European funding for ageing
project

Our School will be part of a research consortium with eight European partners, led by the
University of Bayreuth (Germany). For three years, the European Union's (EU) Horizon
programme will support the "Building ecosystems of person-centered integrated care
through co-creation (BUILD)" project with 3.1 million euros of funding to promote the
development of integrated care for the elderly.

At ISEG, Prof. Ricardo Rodrigues will carry out a review of methods for calculating the
Social Return of Investment (SROI) of long-term care interventions and will head up an
analysis of geographical inequalities in Portugal and Europe in the transitions between
different types of care (for example, from hospital to community care).
