Partnership between ISEG and O Lar da Criança school inspires children
to dream about studying economics and management

ISEG Lisbon School of Economics and Management has established a partnership with O
Lar da Criança, a pre-primary and primary school founded in 1950, which is located in the
parish of Estrela. 
 
The partnership includes the 'Small minds will be the future' project, which fosters
contact between ISEG and Lar da Criança students through debates and activities in the
areas of  economics and management. 
 
This initiative encourages the sharing of knowledge and experiences between different
generations in an environment of mutual learning. The project started in the 2024/25
academic year. To mark the start of this collaboration and to celebrate the creativity of the
