🎓 A Master's degree that opened doors
 
ISEG did it again: the Master’s in Finance has once
again been included in the Financial Times global
ranking, now in 27th place. It’s great to see the
programme continuing to get the recognition it
deserves. 
 
When I first applied to ISEG in May 2020, Covid19 had
just hit, throwing the world into turmoil. Germany was
shut down completely; the idea of doing a Master’s
there didn’t seem particularly appealing. However,
there was this emerging trend that many went to Lisbon
to study for their Master’s. The Financial Times
rankings was a major pull factor for me, as I’m sure
it continues to be an important factor for many students
considering their options today. 
 
Looking back, the Master’s in Finance truly
changed the direction of my career. Without it,
breaking into finance/banking in Frankfurt would
have been extremely difficult. The Master’s gave me
the toolkit I needed—not just to get my foot in the door,
but to actually stay in the room. I now work in
Structured Finance at Helaba, a large German bank,
where we provide financing for large infrastructure
projects. I often work with private equity clients. 
 
In my day-to-day, I spend a lot of time digging into
financial models — the first time I ever had to build one
from scratch was when I was studying for my Master’s.
I still remember sitting in that class and, I confess, at
the time it didn’t go down very smoothly: firstly, it was
late at night (definitely clashed with my social
calendar), and then there was the group assignment
where our model just wouldn’t balance. We spent hours
trying to make sense of it.  

Now, three years on, I can admit that, in the end, we
handed in a model that my boss would today label “the
gold standard of financial models with just a little bit of
goal seek sprinkled in”. No grade was given
(thankfully). 
 
That experience, as frustrating as it was at the time,
really gave me an edge. It helped me understand how
these models work, what the underlying assumptions
are and how to approach sensitivity analyses – skills I
use regularly in my current job, and this is just one
example. Nowadays, I take part in the recruitment of
interns and junior talent, and the skills I learnt at ISEG
are what I look for in interviews. From my perspective,
ISEG alumni arrive well prepared. 
 
After completing my Master's degree, I started my
career at KfW IPEX-Bank, a German bank focused on
financing infrastructure and exports. Since then, I've
been actively contacted by other banks in the area and
I eventually transferred to Helaba. I'm not going to
pretend that salary increases aren't part of the FT's
ranking maths – so yes, I'm happy to contribute! 
 
To summarise, I'm very grateful to have done the
Master's in Finance, which helped me get to where I
am today. And yes, when the FT survey arrived in my
inbox this year, I filled it in – although, as always,
almost at the last minute, as with all those group
projects.

ISEG inaugurates 'Memory Space' in the Quelhas Convent, a tribute to
its centenary history

ISEG Lisbon School of Economics & Management inaugurated ‘Espaço Memória’
(Memory Space) on Wednesday, 18 June, an unprecedented museum project that
celebrates the School's long and rich history. The new permanent exhibition is housed in
the emblematic Convento das Quelhas building, in the heart of Lisbon, and is a journey
through time. 
  
Through a carefully curated exhibition route, the ‘Memory Space’ presents the major
milestones in ISEG's history, from the building's beginnings in the 16th century – when it
served as a shelter for foreign refugee nuns – to its transformation into one of Europe's
most prestigious economics and management schools. The project highlights the School's
evolution as the direct heir to the Aula do Comércio, the oldest public economics and
management school in the country.  
 
The exhibition includes historical pieces, emblematic documents, images from the time
and multimedia resources that help contextualise the different periods experienced by the
School. 
  
More than a chronology of facts, the project gives a vivid, sensory and engaging narrative
that seeks to bring the academic community and the general public closer to ISEG's rich
heritage and symbolism. 
 
The inauguration included speeches by the Dean of ISEG, Professor João Duque, and
retired professor Carlos Bastien, the exhibition's scientific curator. This was followed by
the unveiling of the inaugural ribbon, in a symbolic moment that brought together various
personalities linked to ISEG, including João Duque, Cândida Mourão (representative of
the School Board), Eduardo Catroga (Alumnus), Carlos Bastien, Joaquim Miranda
Sarmento (ISEG professor and current Minister of State and Finance) and António
Viana, responsible for the design and museographic execution of the project. Also present
were dozens of current and former members of the School community – including
students, faculty and staff – who joined in for this milestone in the School's history. 

The ‘Memory Space’ stands as a living testimony to ISEG's transformative role in
Portuguese society, reflecting the political, social and educational changes that have
marked the country over more than a century. By opening the doors of this new space
to the public, ISEG is emphasising its commitment to preserving institutional memory and
enhancing its legacy in economics and management education.
