🎓  Summer internships: Experiences that
make an impact and set you apart
 
The summer period is an excellent opportunity for
students to invest in their personal and professional
growth – through summer internships, temporary work,
volunteering or international experiences. These
experiences not only enrich their academic career, but
also contribute to a more confident and competitive
entry into the labour market.
 
As far as summer internships are concerned, there are
numerous advantages for students in different areas –
academic, professional and personal – and it should be
noted that this type of experience is one of the most
valued by employers when assessing talent.
 
In academic terms, these experiences allow you to
apply the knowledge you have already acquired to a
real context, bringing theory and practice together, and
can help define future academic choices, such as the
selection of elective courses based on interests or
development needs identified during the experience, or
even help with the choice of an area of specialisation
(for example, a Master's degree).
 
On a professional level, by bringing the student closer to
the job market, internships allow students to get to know
different organisational contexts and better understand
the environments and functions with which he or
she most identifies. They also favour self-knowledge
by helping to identify interests, values, motivations and
objectives, promoting more informed and conscious
decision-making about career paths.

In addition, a summer well spent has a direct impact on
the differentiation of students: these experiences help
demonstrate initiative, proactivity and a willingness to
learn outside the lecture hall, which is valued by the
market. Regardless of the area of the internship,
company or sector, the important thing is to show
that you have a desire to grow, to learn, to explore
and a willingness to operate out of your comfort
zone.
 
On a personal level, summer internships are an
opportunity to develop transversal skills (such as
responsibility, teamwork, autonomy, communication,
leadership, organisation and method, among others),
which are widely sought after by employers. They also
allow students to reflect on the skills they have
already acquired and identify areas for
improvement.
 
We know that organisations increasingly choose their
talent on the basis of skills profiles and personal
characteristics, which makes these experiences very
constructive and enriching.
 
In short, summer internships are "two sides of the same
coin": they allow you to learn from the real world and
return to your lectures with a new perspective; they
contribute to more informed decisions and the
development of essential skills; and they prepare
students to stand out in the labour market. And all this
without having to miss out on a good period of holiday,
since companies are increasingly flexible about the
length of internships.

Did you know that Francisco Pereira de Moura wrote a letter to the
Electoral College in 1965?

In the context of that year's indirect presidential election, marked by the tragic death of
General Humberto Delgado, Francisco Pereira de Moura addressed the Electoral
College with a letter that became a historical document of great importance in Portugal's
democratic resistance.
 
In this letter, Pereira de Moura expressed a critical and courageous stance towards the
Estado Novo regime, at a time of great political tension. Its content continues to inspire
reflections on freedom, political ethics and citizenship to this day.
 
The letter can be consulted in the ISEG Historical Archive, where it is preserved as a
testimony to an era and a man who marked the history of our School and the country.
