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From creativity to solidarity: the winning projects of the Make-A-Wish challenge at ISEG
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ISEG Can.
 
Over the last semester, we had the opportunity to revamp the strategy for the
Psychosociology Course Unit (optional, 1st cycle). Through the first edition of
Universidade de Lisboa’s Pedagogical Innovation Projects, we secured funding to invest
in and refocus the Course Unit’s activities on the production of educational content by the
students themselves, in podcast format.
 
The idea is not new, but this experience was – and, indeed, always will be – because it is
renewed with every application. We apply active pedagogy, based on the project method,
structuring the process in phases: introduction of content, assignment of topics, technical
training and workshop sessions to support the development of the projects. It is the
students who drive their own process.
 
In an era so saturated with information, spaces are needed to discuss the application of
academic content. It is increasingly important to develop the ability to ask questions, to
encourage the search for relevant information, and to reflect on the experiences of specific
people and organisations.
 
We named the project “ISEGPode?”. The question mark was quickly challenged in
the classroom: ISEGPode. Full stop.
 
We can go beyond the mere transmission of content. We can transform classrooms into
laboratories, spaces for collaboration and skills development. And we can trust in
students’ ability to deal with the ambiguity of an open and interdependent process.
 
At ISEGPode, students approached Psychosociology in an applied way and explored
contacts, through both formal and informal channels, to identify people with informed
perspectives on the topics. In conjunction with academic references, they devised
questions and prepared interview scripts. They then conducted, recorded and edited the
interviews. For the technical aspects, they relied on guidance from Luís Soares, a
journalist at Observador, and Diogo Almeida, from the Marketing Department. For many,
this was their first time engaging with digital technologies as active participants, learning to
use new equipment and software. They had to negotiate decisions as a group, adapt to
the interviewees’ constraints, deal with unforeseen events, and solve problems to ensure
the project’s successful completion.
 
They bring us a collection of testimonies relevant to the entire academic community,
voices and experiences informed by practice in diverse contexts, including schools,
hospitals and non-profit organisations. Conversations that allow us to reflect constructively
on the contexts we inhabit, in light of our personal capabilities and limitations.
 
They are the happy outcome of a long and collaborative process. This was only possible
thanks to the exemplary commitment of the students, the generosity of the interviewees
and the support of ISEG itself. The project was approved just a few weeks before the start
of the semester. Its implementation was only feasible thanks to the openness of the
Dean’s Office, the efficiency of the Services department and the willingness of the
Marketing department, which, in addition to supporting the project, is expanding it by
opening the recording studio to the whole community. Once again, ISEG can. And it will
continue to be able to.

ISEGPode:  Psychosociology at ISEG drives pedagogical innovation
with podcasts and a new room for the academic community

The Psychosociology Course Unit at ISEG, coordinated by Professor Sofia Bento and
Professor Daniela Craveiro, recently stood out by securing funding under Universidade
de Lisboa’s pedagogical innovation projects, through the ISEGPode initiative, securing
€2,000 in support to strengthen new teaching and learning approaches.  
 
Aimed at providing students with a solid foundation for understanding psychological,
behavioural and organisational processes, this course plays a central role in academic
training by exploring topics such as personality, perception, learning, attitudes, satisfaction
and motivation, always from a perspective applied to human and organisational dynamics.
 
The ISEGPode project enabled the creation of a new podcast studio, equipped to support
not only this course module but the entire academic community at ISEG, promoting
practical skills in communication, storytelling and content production.

Research on ISEG

Discovery of the month | Do you know the Portuguese mathematician
who wanted to bring culture to everyone?

In the ‘Discovery of the Month’ section, the Francisco Pereira de Moura Library
presents Bento de Jesus Caraça (1901–1948), one of the most prominent figures in
mathematics and in the dissemination of science and culture in Portugal.
 
A native of Vila Viçosa, he stood out from an early age for his academic achievements,
having graduated from the Higher Course in Commerce and begun his teaching career at
a young age. In addition to his merit as a mathematician and professor, Bento de Jesus
Caraça distinguished himself through his strong commitment to the democratisation of
knowledge, advocating access to science and culture as a right for all.
 
In 1938, he founded the Centre for the Study of Applied Mathematics in Economics and
established the Cosmos Library.
 
His intellectual and civic activities led to him being persecuted by the Estado Novo regime,
and he was eventually removed from teaching.
 
More than just an academic, Bento de Jesus Caraça left a lasting legacy that continues to
inspire the way we understand the role of education and culture as drivers of social
transformation.

On 5 May 2026, students from the Master's Management programme at ISEG (MIM)
visited the premises of the Nabeiro / Delta Group as part of Human Ethical
Responsible Organisations Week. More than just a simple company visit, this
experience was a real lesson in responsible, ethical and sustainable management,
allowing students to engage directly with an organisation that integrates its values into its
day-to-day practices.
 
At a time when organisations are required to demonstrate a genuine commitment to social
and environmental impact, getting to know an organisation such as Delta up close allows
one to understand how values can be effectively translated into concrete practices. The
way in which the company integrates principles of responsible and regenerative
agriculture, promoting more sustainable and conscious value chains, demonstrates that
competitiveness and responsibility are not opposing concepts, but complementary ones.
The tour of the factory and production processes revealed an operation clearly geared
towards sustainability, where efficiency, innovation and respect for the environment coexist
in an exemplary manner. But perhaps even more striking was observing the human
dimension of the organisation: valued employees, a strong sense of belonging and the
presence of several generations of workers who make the company a true community,
where the motto is that “every customer is a friend”.
 
This reality confirms that business ethics are not built solely on institutional rhetoric, but
above all on the way people are treated, resources are preserved and the future is built.
 
ISEG would like to thank Dinis Cunha, Sales Director – International Markets, and the
entire Delta Team, who welcomed us with great generosity, sharing their knowledge,
experience and inspiration. Everyone’s contribution made this a memorable day for
around 50 students, and reinforced the belief that the best management lessons are also
learnt in the field.
