The Executive magazine’s list also includes three ISEG alumni: Maria Luís
Albuquerque, European Commissioner, with a Master’s degree in Monetary and
Financial Economics; Ana Figueiredo, Chair of Altice Portugal, with a degree in
Management, and Ana Garcia Martins, author of “A Pipoca Mais Doce”, with a
postgraduate qualification in Marketing Management.
