Past, present and future
 
As you are aware, João Duque’s term of office as Dean came to an end earlier this week.
It was with great pride and satisfaction that I joined his team during a period marked by
challenges and ambitions that have driven us forward over the past four years. I would like
to thank him for the opportunity to get to know the other side of the School and the
University – a reality that is often less visible to the majority of teaching staff. I am also
very grateful to the entire Academic Services team, led by the tireless and dedicated Dr
Sónia Domingues, for having made this journey particularly smooth.
 
Meanwhile, the newly elected School Board is already in post and will proceed to elect the
new Chair. During this transitional phase, I have been entrusted with the responsibility of
leading the School, ensuring continuity and a smooth handover of duties to the new team
that will lead ISEG in the coming years. The process is expected to be completed shortly,
enabling the new leadership to tackle challenges which, whilst different from those of the
past, will require the same level of commitment and ambition.
 
The progress we have made gives us confidence. The collective effort that led to us
achieving  Triple Crown  status places us amongst the best management schools
internationally, strengthening not only our external profile but also our access to
knowledge and networks that help us define the best strategies for the future. In addition
to this distinction, ISEG maintains a consistent presence in the Financial Times’
international rankings, a position reinforced last week by the inclusion of our Master’s in
Finance, once again, in this prestigious ranking, affirming ISEG as a leading international
business school.
 
Alongside this achievement, we now face the challenge of consolidating ISEG’s position
as a centre for advanced research, with an impact on shaping the future. Without this
reinforcement, we run the risk of becoming less relevant, overly focused on teaching and,
as a result, more exposed to the transformations that new technologies are bringing
about.
 
The impact of artificial intelligence on higher education is already evident and is set to
become more pronounced in the coming years. We know that much will change. It is
therefore important not only to keep pace with these developments, but also to assess our
ability to anticipate and integrate them strategically.
 
It is in this context that we must engage in in-depth reflection: how should the School
prepare for this transformation? In which scientific fields should we focus our efforts? What
requirements and priorities must we adopt to achieve our objectives? Is our organisational
model, based on relatively static scientific areas and departments, the most suitable for
facing the future? These are some of the strategic questions that ISEG will need to
discuss in the near future.

Master's Finance programme at ISEG is ranked 33rd in the world

The Master's in Finance at ISEG was ranked 33rd in the world in the Financial Times
Masters in Finance 2026 – Pre-experience programmes ranking.
 
ISEG thus once again stands out amongst the world’s leading international institutions in
the field of Finance, whilst also securing a place in the national Top 3 amongst the six
Portuguese schools featured in this edition of the ranking. The programme has also
maintained an average global ranking of 30th over the last three years, reinforcing its
consistency and international recognition.
 
Among the key indicators, ISEG’s Master's Finance programme stands out for the salary
progression of its graduates, who see an average increase of 75 per cent – the best result
in Portugal and the 7th best worldwide. The course also boasts a 100 per cent
employment rate within three months of graduation, highlighting its strong links to the
labour market and the way it prepares students for careers in the financial sector.
 
For ISEG, these results confirm the quality, international relevance and impact of the
programme in training highly qualified professionals.

Inauguration of Dean of ISEG and the new members of the governing
bodies 

On 15 June, the inauguration ceremony for Dr João Lopes Dias as ISEG – Lisbon
School of Economics & Management took place in the ISEG Board Chamber.
 
The session was chaired by the Rector of Universidade de Lisboa, Dr Luís Ferreira,
who formally installed the new Dean of the School, following the resignation from the post
submitted by Dr João Duque. This decision stems from his appointment as a member of
the ISEG School Board, as the simultaneous holding of the offices of Dean and member
of that body is statutorily incompatible.
 
At the same ceremony, the new members of the School Board, the Scientific Board and
the Pedagogical Board were also sworn in.
 
Professors Joana Pais and José Veríssimo also resigned from their posts as Vice-
Deans of ISEG, following their appointment to the School Board, a situation which is
likewise incompatible with holding the Office of the Dean of the School.
 
ISEG will therefore be temporarily led by Professor Dr João Lopes Dias, as Dean, and
Professor Dr Winnie Picoto, as Vice-Dean, until the new Dean of ISEG takes office. This
transitional period, which is expected to be brief, will ensure the continuity of the School’s
activities and its smooth running.
